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 Grief, much like the poor, seems always to be 
with us. Grief is a process, it is often said, which is   
inconvenient, messy, and frightening. It creeps up on 
us at unexpected times – like when we “ought” to be 
having fun – and it bullies its way into our once happy 
memories, sometimes for decades.  

 As Duke Divinity School professor Richard 
Lischer notes, “contemporary culture’s formulas for 
recovery – get over it, move on, turn the page –     
reflect our impatience with the unresolvable or the 
chronic. We are uncomfortable with anything that 
must be endured rather and deleted. The word      
closure, for example, gives to grief a tidiness usually 
associated with a tweet, a deal, or a game. The real 
purpose of the formulas, of course, is not to aid the 
bereaved but to allow the rest of the world to get on 
with its business.”  
 

 Citing the Yale bereavement study of 2007, 
Lischer continues, “the most common and enduring 
negative reported by the bereaved is not anger or  
depression but a sustained longing for the one who is 
no longer here.” With this in mind, it seems that 
“Dietrich Bonhoeffer was expressing a similar thought 
when he described death, loss, or absence as a ‘gap.’ 
It was Christmas Eve 1943, and he was thinking about 
the future and feeling the worst kind of loneliness. 
Writing from his prison cell, he said that most          

religious people think it is God’s job to fill up the gap 
with compensations and inspirational thoughts. Not 
really, he said. God keeps the gap open so that we may 
continue in communion with the absent one, ‘even at 
the cost of pain.’” 
 

 Jesus knew great pain – both before and in the 
midst of his time on the cross. In this regard, his      
witness is entirely authentic and believable. Indeed, 
there is something even more profound than comfort 
which comes from knowing that our pain will not last 
forever. One day, we too will rise from the darkness of 
one cross or another in route the promised resurrec-
tion. It is our deepest longing.

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Religious Identity 
 

The Northwest has the largest percentage of people in the country who check the census box indicating “none” for 
religious identity. Here 25 percent answer that way, compared with 14 percent nationally. Perhaps even more    
suggestive is the number of Northwesterners who say they’re not affiliated with any religious group - 63 percent,  
compared with 41 percent.  
  
Patricia Killen is a professor at Pacific Lutheran University in Tacoma. She notes that “from 1648 to 1970, we had 
essentially one idea of what it means to be religious in the Western world. To be religious meant to be engaged 
with a religious institution. Now, and especially in the Pacific Northwest, people are seeking different, more  
individualistic and fluid ways of being religious.”  
 
Another way to put what Killen describes might be to say that religion, like phone companies and banks, has been 
deregulated. Where there was once an informal establishment of particular religious groups, chiefly mainline 
Protestants and Catholics, today there’s an open market with a great variety of spiritualties and religions vying for 
people’s interest and participation.  
  
Here in the Northwest a new type of religious/spiritual style is emerging - one that emphasizes private and individ-
ual spiritual experience and questing rather than being part of an institution. Spiritual practices (meditation,     
prayer, chant, journaling, small-growth groups) are flourishing even if religious institutions are encountering tough 
 going.  
  
However, the changes are coming at a cost. The shift toward more private individual spiritual practice may mean 
that religious wisdom will not be passed on from generation to generation. Institutions, at their best, steward 
wisdom and practice honed through time. Without them, something is lost.  
  
Killen also wonders if a tendency to sample different spiritualties - moving easily from one to another - may mean 
that people don’t mature. “You can’t be a grown-up in any tradition until you endure frustration, negotiate conflict 
and get to the other side of disillusionment with a capacity to hope. We don't know yet whether the new syncre- 
tism will slow down or accelerate the maturation process.”   
 
 How will we envision future success? Those who are most likely to succeed, it is argued, are those who can find a 
way to repackage their product, try new forms of communication and attempt to reach new markets.

Makes me wish he wrote for the New York 
Times.” 
 
“Brash, gritty, personal and close to the ground, this is 
a report from an Israel and a Palestine we seldom see 
in the mainstream media,” Adam Hochschild said.

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From a news letter by John and Gwenda Fletcher, in Dem. Rep. Congo 
  
In a country such as Congo, where 71% of the population live below the poverty level, it is only expected that the 
churches are also very poor. But in spite of their poverty, many churches have vital, active ministries among the 
poorest of the poor. 
 
For instance, the Tshikajy Presbyterian Church, located on the Christian Medical Institute of Kasai (IMCK) station, 
serves both the IMCK staff and the surrounding village The Church, with a membership of 474, has a list of 72     
people who are unable to support themselves. The average weekly offering of $54 is insufficient to provide the 
needed support. 
 
With the help of First Presbyterian Church in Goldsboro, N.C., which provided $2,500 towards a grain mill, this mill 
was installed to grind manioc and corn into flour. The mill produces enough income to cover expenses and you   
contribute significantly to the food distribution program, pay the children’s school fees, and help out with other 
charity activities at the Church. 
 
Another income-generating project of the Church is a restaurant to meet the needs of Good Shepherd Hospital  
patients, families and staff. The restaurant also provides meals for needy  patients  who can not afford to buy them. 
The restaurant is run by volunteers. It also provides funding for gas of the pastor’s motor bicycle, for pastoral   
emergencies, for interment and funeral services, for patients who die without family members, and other charity  
activities.  
 
The church has an active evangelistic outreach in the surrounding villages amongst others by showing religious   
videos with the help of volunteers. The equipment was donated by First Presbyterian Church in Yuma, AZ.
